(1) Each lot shall be used for resldential
purpoaes only. Ne structure shall be srscted, altarsd,
Pleced or permitted tc remaln cn eald lots other tnan one
detached single-family dwelllng not to exceed two atorles
in height and & private attached or detached garage, and
such out-bulldinge ae are customarily appertinent to &
resldence.

(2] g Hul’.ldtu!; atinl]l be located on any lot
nearer to the Iront lot line or nearer tc the side strest
1ine than the bulldlng eet=back lines encown on the recorded
plat. The term bullding shall be lnterpreted pot to include
8 parapet wall or the extenslon of the saves of & rocf.

e bullding, sxcept a detached garage or other
out-bullding located 65 feet or mors from the front lot line
@nall be located nearer than 5 feet to any alde lot line.

{3) Mo residential structure snall be srected
or placed on any bullding plot, wolch plet has an area of less
than 6,000 square feet and & widih of less toan 60 leeL at the
front bullding set-back line, as shown on the recorded plat.

(&} Mo noxlous or offenslive trade or activity
ehall be carried on upon any lot ner shall anytnlng be done
therecn which may be or may become an annoyance or uulsance
te the nelghborhood.

{5) Mo traller, basement, tent, shack,
garags, barn cr other out-Bullding, erected on the tract,
ehall &t any time be used ag & resldence, temporarlly or
permanently, nor shall eny structure cof & turpurlr;r character
be uaed as a residence. |



(6) The ground floor area of the main
structure of any dwelling, sxclusive of one=story cpen porches
and garages, sball mot be less than 1,0008quare feet in case of
& one-gtory structure and not less than 900 squars feet in the
cags of & 1-1/2- apd 2-story structures.

The exterlor material of the main ltrur.'tura on
any lot or plot shall be of brick, masonry, stucco, or their
squivalent, and frame materials, but shall not be conatructed
in its entirety of frame materials. The plans, specificaticns
and design of the maln gtructure shall be controlled by the
Architectural Committee, as provided for ln Faragraphs numbered
9, 10, and 11 hereln.

(7) Eagements for installatlon and malntenance
of utilities and drainage facilities are reserved as sbown on
the recorded plat.

(8) Mo lot shall be used or maintalned as &
awmping ground fer rubblsh. Trash, garbage, or other waate
®:4all not be kept except in sanitary containers. All incinersa-
tces or other egquipment for the storage or disposal of such
aat=rial shall be kept in & clean and sanitary condition.

(9) No bullding shall be erected, placed or
altered oo any lot untll the conetructicn plane and gpecifica-
tione and & plan sfowing the location of the structure have A
been approved by the Architectural Control Commlttee as to
quality of workmanshlp apd saterials, harscny of external
deslgn with existing etructurss, and as to locatlon with res-
pect to topography and finish grade elevation. No Tence or
wall anall be srected, placed or altered on any lot nearer to
the street than the miplsum bullding set-back line unless
slmllarly approved,

(10} The Architectural Control Committes i
compossd of Martin Nedelsan, Howard G. Binger, and Barbara
Binger. A majority of the committes may deslgnate a represen-
tative to act for 1t. In the event of the death or resignatlon
of any membar of tns cosalttee, the resalnlng members ahall
have Tull suthorlty to deslgnate a successor. Neltaer the
memifrs of the committes;, nor its designated representatives,
shalil be entitled to any compensatlon for services performed
pursuant to this covenant, After 10 years from date of thie
ipstrument, the then record owners of a majority of the Irta
shall have the power, through a duly recorded written insiru-
ment, to change the membershlp of the committes or to wilndraw
from the committee or restore to it any of its powers and
duties.

> (11) The Committee's approval or ﬂil.pprorl.{
as requlred in these covenants shall be in writing. In the
event the Coamittes, or its deslgnated representative, fails
to approve or disapprove within 30 days after plans and
specifications have been submitted to it, or in any eveat,
1T no sult to enjoln the constructlon has besn commenced pricr
to the completion thereof, approval will not be required and the
related covenants shall be deesmed to have been fully complied
wlth. ]

(12) No sign of any kind shall be dlsplayed i
to the public view on any lot except one prefessional sign
of pot more than one square foot, one sign of not more than
five pquare feet, advertlsing the property for sale or rent,
er signs used by a bullder to advertise the property durlng
the constructlicon and sales perlcd.

{13} Mo oll drilling, oil development opera-
tions, oll refining, quarrying or aining cperations of any
kind shall be permitted upon or in any lot, hor shall oll
wells, tanke, tunnels, miperal excavatlcons cr shafts be
permitted upon or in any lot. Ko derrick or other structure
designed for use in boring for oll or natural ges shell be
erected, maintained, or permltted upon any lots

{14) Mo animels, livestock, or poultry of
any kind shall be ralged, bred or kept on any lot, except
that dogs, cate or other houspeholé pets may be Eept provided
that they are not kept, bred, or maintained for any commercial
PUrpoBses.

(15) No fence, wall, hedge or shrub planting
which obstructs eight lines at elevations between 2 and 6
feet above the roadways shall be placed or permitted to remaln
on any corner lot within the triangular ares formed by the
street property lines and a line connecting them st points
25 feet from the intersectlon of the street lines, or in the
cage, of a rounded property corner form the iotersgkctlon cf the
gtreet property lines extended, The same |1,;ht-l‘!‘nc limitaticne
shall apply on any lot within 10 feet from the intersectlon of
& street property line with the edge cof a driveway or alley
pavemant. No tree shall be permitted tc remaln wlithin such
distances of guch intersections unless the follage line la
maintalned at saulfficlent height to prevent obetructions of
such elght lines.

These covepants are to rop with the land and
shall be bindl on all parties and all persons clalming under
thea until April 1, 1976, at which time sald covenants shall
be automatically extended for successive perlods of 10 years
unless by vote of & majorlity of the then owners of the lote
it is agreed to change sald covenante ip whole or in part.

ITf the parties hereto; or any of them; or their
beirs, or asslgns, shall vioclate or attempt to vlolute any of
the covenants berein, it shall be lawful for any other person
or psrscna ownlng any real property situa:sd in sald develop-
ment or subdivislon to prosecute any procesdings at law or
in equity agalnet the person or persona vlolating or attespting
to violate any such covenante and either to prevent nim or
them from sc dolng or to recover damages or other dues for
such vielatlon. »

Invalidation of any one of theae covenanta by
Judgment or court order shall im oo wise affect any of the
other provielons which sball resain in full force and effect.
